Academic Challenge: A high school and 
middle school “quiz bowl” competition 
between schools on a variety of academic 
topics. After school lunch practice.

Twice per 
month, after school. 

Royal Fools Improv Theater Club: Practice 
each week after school and perform several 
times per year.

Royal Vision Show Choir: Rehearse once 
per week after school. Audition required for 
high school. No auditions for middle school. 

Ski Club: Students meet once per week 
after school at Brandywine Ski Resort. 

Star Wars Club: Main event is May the 
4th. Also meet to watch new content and 
discuss filming/life applications.

Talking Royals Speech and Debate 
Team:  Travels to area schools to compete 
throughout the winter season. Practice 1-2 
days per week after school. 10-12 all-day 
tournaments per year. Currently high school 
team only.

Ultimate Frisbee Club: Twice a week after 
school, fall and spring.

Urban Agriculture Club: High school 
students, staff, faculty, and families cultivate 
food using sustainable homesteading and 
urban agriculture practices while growing 
in their appreciation for God’s creation. 
Enjoy aeroponic garden activities and short/
long-term garden opportunities. Meet every 
other week during lunch.
